Our partnership advances the 
Regional Transportation Strategy by:  

• Increasing transit ridership, thereby 
helping to achieve the RTS target 
that half of all trips be made by 
walking, cycling and transit 

•  Collaborating with Metro Vancouver 
to achieve shared goals (Regional 
Growth Strategy, Regional Affordable 
Housing Strategy) – “Partner to make 
it happen” 



TransLink’s Role in MITORH 

• True housing affordability is best 
represented as a combined housing + 
transportation affordability 

• Frequent transit service contributes 
toward affordability by reducing the 
need for vehicle ownership costs 

• Partnering toward aligned land use 
and transportation - locating mixed 
income rental housing in areas with 
frequent transit 



The Frequent Transit Network (FTN) 

• A network of corridors where transit service runs at least every 15 mins in both 
directions throughout the day and into the evening, every day of the week   

• One of the five goals of the Regional Affordable Housing Strategy is to 
“Increase the rental housing supply along the Frequent Transit Network” 



FTN - Land Costs & Opportunities 

• Opportunity for lesser land 
costs for affordable rental 
housing along the bus FTN, 
compared to rail  

• Also opportunities in areas 
along the FTN just outside 
the 800m rapid transit 
catchment, where housing 
costs are less but there is 
still very good transit 
service 
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
